The temporary Victoria County Urgent Treatment 
Centre is different than an emergency department in 
that it provides care for non-life-threatening illness or 
injuries, does not receive ambulances, and only sees 
patients by appointment.

Call 911 if you are experiencing a life-threatening concern.

The temporary Victoria County Urgent Treatment Centre provides 
access to care for those with unexpected, but non-life-threatening 
health concerns with appointments offered within one to two days. 
Patients will be seen by appointment only.
