You can use this form to 
tell us:

	› who you would like in your Circle of 
Support. 

	› what personal information you would like 
us to share with them.

•	 You can change the information in this form 
at any time.



Circle of Care
•	 Your Circle of Care is the members of your 

health care team who are involved in your 
care.

•	 This includes health care providers like 
doctors, nurses, nurse practitioners, 
pharmacists, psychologists, social workers, 
and others.

•	 Your personal information is always available 
to people in your Circle of Care. You do not 
need to complete a consent form to share this 
information with them.

Sharing information with people in your 
Circle of Support and Circle of Care can improve 
your care experience and make the quality of 
care you receive better.

Please feel free to talk with any member 
of your health care team about sharing 
information within your Circle of Support 
and Circle of Care.
